EXIT ESSAY REQUIREMENT

Submission Deadline: FRIDAY, AUGUST 15, 2025

Exit Essay Requirements and Submission Instructions:
1. A 1-page essay (or longer) about your program experience.
Essay may include: what the internship program meant to you, what you learned about medicine, a recap of your
overall experience and/or a particular lecture topic or person that affected you.
3. Be sure to acknowledge the people that VOLUNTEERED to make your experience possible.
